Please read these notes before using the stylesheet. It should be used in conjunction with ‘Instructions to authors’, available as a .pdf file, which gives details of how your manuscript should be set up and to whom it should be submitted.

Stylesheet

Layout and formatting

Use this stylesheet to format your manuscript for submission to Studia Forestalia Suecica. It is assumed that all text is produced using Microsoft Word for Windows 6.0 or later. The font is Times New Roman (TNR) unless otherwise specified, e.g. as for headings. Use ‘hard’ carriage returns only at the end of a paragraph and for blank lines between paragraphs.


The column format corresponds to the column width used when Studia is printed. Mark the intended position of figures and tables in the margin of the paper copy. Do not make any other marginal annotations in the file itself.


This format is also used to make it easier for referees and editors to make marginal comments. Use the line spacing pre-set in the stylesheet—do not change it to single, 1.5 or double line spacing.

Specifications

Only formats with the prefix ‘SFS’ should be used. The following are the specifications for the formatting buttons in MS Word. Key in all text, including the headings, in body text format (SFSBody). Use the formatting buttons to set the headings, etc., afterwards. 
A. Order 1 heading (SFSOrd1)

14/16 point Arial bold no stop 12 points after. Two blank lines (12 points) before, unless at head of column. Used for the main division headings of the manuscript (Abstract, Introduction … Acknowledgements).

B. Order 2 heading (SFSOrd2)

10/12 point Arial bold no stop 3 points after. One blank line (12 points) before, unless at head of column or following Ord1.

C. Order 3 heading (SFSOrd3)

10/12 point TNR italic no stop 1 point after. One blank line (12 points) before, unless at head of column or following Ord2.

D. Order 4 heading (SFSOrd4)

10/12 point TNR italic + stop + run on. One blank line (12 points) before, unless at head of column.

E. Bodytext (SFSBody)

10/12 point TNR normal justified 0 points after each paragraph. Paragraph indented 0.3 cm (0.7 pica), unless following a heading. Leave a single blank line between paragraphs. Example below:


There are ca. 3200 staff at SLU, who carry out a substantial part of all Swedish research in the fields of biology, soil science and other sciences related to the management of renewable natural resources. SLU is the only university in Sweden at which research and education in forestry and veterinary medecine go on.

F. Figure text (SFSFigtext)

8.5/9.5 point TNR normal justified with final stop. 

Example: Figure 1 is abbreviated thus: Fig. 1. and is in italics.

Fig. 1. This figure does not show anything useful and could equally well be discarded.

G. Table text (SFSTabtext)

10/12 point TNR normal italic justified no final stop. 

Example: Table 1 is never abbreviated to Tab. 1 and is never in italics.

Table 1. This table does not show anything useful and could equally well be discarded

H. Reference text (SFSReftext)

9/10 point TNR normal, hanging indent 0.3 cm. 0 points after. Main source in italics. Authors’ initials follow the surname, preceded by comma, space. No spaces between authors’ initials, ampersand (&) between penultimate and ultimate authors’ surnames. Space before year, stop after. No blank line between successive references. All journal titles to be given in full.

Example 2: Journal article

Standards for tables–single-column

A paper copy of every table must be submitted on a separate sheet. Table number is to be shown at the top of the page. Specifications:

TNR 8/10 point normal, contents indented from left 0.2 cm. Columns aligned left. Space between columns 0.2 cm. Blank lines between groups within table as required for clarity, 4 points. One rule above, one rule below heading, one rule at base (1 point, 0.75 point, 1 point). Space above head rule, below base rule, 6 points. One blank line 10 points above table text unless at top of page. Footnotes superscript TNR normal within table (a, b, c, etc.), explanations TNR normal 8/9 points below table.

Double-column tables

Breadth 15.01cm, in other respects as above.

Landscape tables

Breadth 22.0 cm, in other respects as above. To be used sparingly.
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
