Instructions for project reports and final report, research grants

Yearly project reports. A project report should be handed in annually, at the latest March, 31st, on the year after each year that should be reported. The annual project report should be reasonably short, about 1-2 A4 pages, maximum 4 000 characters, blanks included. Focus should be on results and publications that have come out of the project. Also, please report any inexpected problems during the year. New species to science and taxonomic changes should be mentioned. Details about taxonomic changes and new findings to Sweden are given in the separate Excel-sheet (”Taxonrapport”).

Final reports. A final report should be sent in at the latest three months after the last day of disposition for the grant. Normally that would be March, 31st on the year after the last year of disposition. The final report should be about 2-4 A4-pages with maximum 12 000 characters, blanks included. It should include the following parts: Introduction/background, Materal & Methods, Results, Discussion as well as a list of publications and/or manuscripts that are wholly or partly a result of the project.

It is also important to report where the collected biological material will be deposited and how georeferenced data on specimens collected within the project will be made available in a public database (Artportalen and/or a publicly available museum database). An abstract in English should also be included, maximum 2 000-3 500 characters including blanks. An identification key (in Swedish) to the studied organismal group should also be sent to SLU Artdatabanken when the project is finalized.
How do I send the report? Reports should be sent as signed originals with ordinary mail (SLU Artdatabanken, Kansli Svenska artprojektet, Box 7007, 750 07 Uppsala), and as digital copies (of signed original) with e-mail to ansokan.artprojekt@slu.se.
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
