2. Ansvar

Alla innehavare av avfall ansvarar for att folja rutinen for avfallshantering. Den
som bedriver en verksamhet déir farligt avfall uppkommer ska kénna till och f6lja de
rutiner som finns framtagna.

Prefekt eller motsvarande ansvarar for att verksamheterna efterlever
avfallsférordningen och kommunala krav.

Serviceorganisationen for service, sikerhet och miljé (SSM) ansvarar for att
sorterat konventionellt avfall tas om hand pé ritt sétt.

Miljoenheten har ansvar for att avtal géllande omhéndertagande av farligt avfall ar
upprittat och att rutiner finns upprattade. Statistik pa 6vergripande niva
sammanstalls arligen.

3. TOmning

XR Miljéhantering ansvarar for tomning av samtliga kérl forutom matavfall som
toms av Suez Recycling AB (pa Skara kommuns uppdrag).

1.What is waste?

The definition according to the Environmental Code Chapter 15, 1§ "Waste" means
any object, material or substance included in a “waste category” that the holder
disposes or are obliged to dispose”

2. Responsibility

All waste holders are responsible for following the waste management routine.
Anyone who conducts a business where hazardous waste is generated should know
and follow the routines that have been developed.

The head of department or the equivalent is responsible for ensuring that the
waste regulations and municipal requirements are followed.

The service organization for Services, Safety and Enviromental (SSM) are
responsible for managing the disposal of sorted “conventional waste”.

The environmental unit is responsible for ensuring that agreements regarding the
disposal of hazardous waste and routines are established. Statistics on the overall
level are compiled annually.

3. Emptying of containers

XR Miljéhantering (recycling company) is responsible for emptying all containers
except food waste that are emptied by Suez Recycling AB.

Emptying of combustible, corrugated cardboard, paper packaging and plastic
packaging takes place every two weeks and other fractions every four weeks or as
needed.

boxes, cardboard box

jam jars, soft bottles that cannot be pledged

Empty spray cans, tin cans, aluminum foil and molds, caps, metal lids,
heat lamp holders (peel off the wick holder from the bottom)

for example dishwashing bottles, ketchup bottles, shampoo bottles,
yogurt cans, plastic caps, plastic cans, plastic tubs, créme fraiche cans,
chip bags, plastic bags, plastic tubes, plastic wrap

spray cans with content, glue tubes, solvents, detergents

incandescent, low-energy and halogen lamps, fluorescent lamps (own

button cell batteries, small batteries, mobile batteries (lithium *),
alkaline batteries

eg TV, radio, printers, computers, monitor, mouse, keyboard, home
appliances, mobiles/telephones, fixtures

Food scraps, bread, fruits, eggs and vegetables, coffee grounds, tea
and coffee filters, cheese and the like, withered petals, paper towels
and napkins

* Lithium batteries need to be sorted separately; they are highly flammable and must be stored in special
containers. One tip is to put a tape on the plus pole to avoid self-ignition.
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
