Guidelines for travel grants within Focus on Food and Biomaterials (FFB) at SLU 

Introduction

Travel grants are available to students within the Food in Focus Research School. As the total amount of money available for these activities is limited, only grants up to 10.000 SEK can be provided. 
Because there are many other funds available for travel grants at SLU, FFB grants should be considered as a complement to travel grants available through SLU.  In order to receive a grant from FFB at SLU it must be documented that these or other fund-granting sources have been approached or are unavailable due to, for example, timing of the biannual deadlines or number of travel grants already received. 
Types of travel grants

Examples of possible activities include: 

1. Participation in PhD course at places outside Uppsala

2. Visit to a laboratory for acquisition of skills (analytical skills)

3. Use of advanced equipment not available at own laboratory

OBS! You cannot apply for participation in a conference
Host institutions

The host institution must express its willingness to receive the prospective candidate by providing a letter of invitation. 

Recipients 

The recipients of a travel grant from FFB at SLU must be PhD student who is registered in our graduate school.

Application, deadlines and review procedure
An application form must be submitted including the attachments of a detailed work plan including aims of the activity and cost statement/plan (ca 1 page) as well as a CV. In the case of a training visit a pdf file with the letter of invitation from the hosting institution must also be provided. 

Applications can be submitted via email to (elisabeth.mullner@slu.se) any time during the year but not later than one month before the planned date of travel. The application will be reviewed by the steering group for FFB at SLU and the applicant will be informed as soon as possible (usually within a week).

Payment of the grant

The grant will be paid after preparation and approval of a written report (1-2 pages) that should be delivered not later that 1 month after completion of the travel.
