Sammanfattning av slutrapport

Sammanfattning pa svenska, max 1000 tecken

SLU Alnarp och SCB har genomfdrt en omfattande enkat- och intervjustudie om olycksfall i
lantbruket 2013 pa motsvarande satt som genomférdes 2004.

Det beraknades intraffa ca 4400 olycksfall pa jordbruksféretagen 2013 (varav 66% inom
jordbruket, 18% pa jordbruksforetag med skogsbruk och 14% i annan narliggande verksamhet).
Detta ar en minskning med ca 12% jamfort med studien 2004 da det intréffade ca 5000 olycksfall.
Inom det "renodlade” jordbruket berdknades minskingen vara 22%. Tar man hansyn till det
minskade arbetsbehovet i jordbruket eller minskningen av antalet jordbruksforetag sedan 2004 sa
har antalet olycksfall inte minskat.

Denna studie visar att morkertalet for olyckor i lantbruket fortfarande ar mycket stort da endast
7% av olycksfallen 2013 framkommer i den officiella arbetsskadestatistiken. Motsvarande for
2004 var 8%.

Kunskapsférmedling kommer fortldpande besta av bl.a. SLU-rapport, seminarium i Alnarp,
presentation pa hemsida, konferenser, utbildning och vetenskaplig publicering.

Sammanfattning pa engelska, max 1000 tecken

SLU/Alnarp and Statistics Sweden has conducted an extensive survey on injuries in agriculture in
2013 similarly to the study that was carried out in 2004.

About 4400 injuries were estimated to occur on farms in 2013 (of which 66% in agriculture, 18%
of farms with forestry and 14% in other related activities). This is a decrease of 12% compared
with the 2004 study when there were 5000 injuries. In "pure" agriculture, the decrease was
estimated to be 22%. Taking into account the reduced labor requirements in agriculture and the
decrease in the number of farms since 2004, the number of injuries has not decreased.

This study shows that the real number of injuries in agriculture is very high when only 7% of
injuries in 2013 were published in the official occupational injury statistics. The figure for 2004
was 8%.

Knowledge dissemination will continuously consist of e.g. a SLU report, seminar at SLU,
presentation on website, conferences and in SLU and outreach education.
